We report a 84-year-old man with stage IIIC melanoma: T3b, NO, MO (American Joint Committee on Cancer, AJCCS8) and
BRAF +, who was treated with vemurafenib followed by nivolumab due to progressive cutaneous and subcutaneous disease
[Figure 1]. The patient initially responded to our treatment, but after some months, he presented with disease hyperprogression
infiltrating the entire thoracoabdominal wall [Figure 2] and finally succumbed to it.

Checkpoint inhibitors are effective therapeutic options for melanoma. However, a subset of patients presents with
hyperprogressive disease on continuous use of anti-programmed cell death-1 agents, similar to our case.
