WHAT IS YOUR DIAGNOSIS ?

Twenty-eight year old male patient was admitted with a history of
progressive hardening of the skin of the left thigh for 2 years. It started as a
small area of thickening on the posterior aspect of the left thigh and gradually
spread.

Examination revealed that skin
of the left thigh was uniformly
thickened and slightly tender.
Margins were well defined. Small
islands of normal skin were present
on the posterior aspect. There
were no other positive findings.

Differential diagnosis :

1. Chronic Cellulitis
2. Scleredema adultorum

3. Subcutaneous (S. C.)
Phycomycosis
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
